Paul Corey, now on the staff of the
LDS Library, presented a program on
genealogy and computers and their
effect on prisoners at the state
penitentiary. Paul had set up the
Family Search program at the
penitentiary and worked with the
prisoners on their family history. He
stated that there was a decidedly
favorable effect on the men as most

became more focused in their lives
and not as bitter toward society. Paul
also related some of his experiences at
the Family History Center. In the
library the Corys are well represented
The books on display: CORYS OF
AMERICA, Vol I; Vernon Cory’s
book on AMERICAN CORYS; The
Great Book Excerpts; Cory Family
News Letters; and a very old book on
the Corries, 1802 - 1889. Located in
the archives are many old manuscripts
by previous researchers. These are
very easily found through the Family
Search programs. If you haven’t visited
a Family History Center Library for
your research please let me highly
recommend it.
